Definition of life transformation - progressive change and growth in Christlikeness - change (metamorphosis) marked by CONTRAST to the world:
And we, who with unveiled faces all reflect the Lord's glory, are being TRANSFORMED into his likeness with ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit" (2 Corinthians 3:18)
1. The transformed life is participating in the divine nature of God
