The Process of Praying According to God’s Will: 

“We ask” =  Our Request 

“He hears” =  His Response 

“We know” =  Our Realization 

“We have” =  The Result 
 

• We pray according to the will of God when we are led by the 
Spirit of God. 

 

 “In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness.  We do not know what we 
ought to pray for, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us through wordless 
groans. And He who searches our hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, because 
the Spirit intercedes for God’s people in accordance with the will of God.”

9. Don’t give up!    
“Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be 

opened to you. 8 For everyone who asks receives; the one who seeks finds; and to 
the one who knocks, the door will be opened.” - Matthew 7:7,8

two things will happen.  God will either: 
 
1. Give us what we ask (“keep asking, seeking, knocking”) 

2. Change our prayer (we’ll see that we’re praying wrongly)
