Results of a Divided Heart: - Romans 7:14-23 

1. Unstable  
“I do not understand what I do.  For what I want to do I do not do, but what I hate I 
do.” - Romans 7:15 

“But when you ask, you must believe and not doubt, because the one who doubts is 
like a wave of the sea, blown and tossed by the wind.  7 That person should not expect 
to receive anything from the Lord.  8 Such a person is double-minded and unstable in 
all they do.” - James 1:6-8 

 

2. Confused 
“I do not understand what I do.  For what I want to do I do not do, but what I hate I 
do.” - Romans 7:15 

 
 
3. Disappointed  

“For I know that good itself does not dwell in me, that is, in my sinful nature.  For I 
have the desire to do what is good, but I cannot carry it out.” - Romans 7:18 

 
 
4. Wrong Deeds  

“For I do not do the good I want to do, but the evil I do not want to do—this I 
keep on doing.” - Romans 7:19 

 
 
5. Tormented  

“….but I see another law at work in me, waging war against the law of my mind and 
making me a prisoner of the law of sin at work within me.”

6. Spiritual Bondage

Why Do We Try to Serve Two Masters? - Matthew 6:19-33 
“No one can serve two masters. Either you will hate the one and love the other, or you 
will be devoted to the one and despise the other.  You cannot serve both God and 
money.”

• We look on sin. 
“The eye is the lamp of the body.  If your eyes are healthy, your whole body will be 
full of light.  23 But if your eyes are unhealthy, your whole body will be full of dark-
ness.  If then the light within you is darkness, how great is that darkness!” 
  - Matthew 6:22-23 

 
• We are blind to God. 

“I know your deeds, that you are neither cold nor hot.  I wish you were either one or 
the other!  16 So, because you are lukewarm—neither hot nor cold—I am about to 
spit you out of my mouth.  17 You say, ‘I am rich; I have acquired wealth and do not 
need a thing.’  But you do not realize that you are wretched, pitiful, poor, blind and 
naked.  18 I counsel you to buy from me … salve to put on your eyes, so you can 
see.” - Revelation 3:15-18
