Christ’s Second Coming

Jesus promised that He would come back for us, to take us to the place
He’s preparing in Heaven (John 14:1-6). Today we will examine why,
how and when Christ will return, and what we should do in response.

Why Must Christ Return?
Jesus must return. ..

1. To fulfil His own promise. (John 14:1-3)
To fulfil Old Testament prophesies. (Isaiah 61:1,2)
To validate the message of the angels. (Acts 1:11)
To complete His work of redemption. (Romans 8:23)

To confirm the truthfulness of Scripture. (Hebrews 9:28)

To execute judgment on those who reject Him. (2 Thess. 1:7-10)
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To answer the prayer He taught His disciples. (Matthew 6:10)

How Will Christ Return?
When Jesus returns, it will be...
1. Personal and literal. (John 14:1-3; Revelation 22:7; 1 Thess. 4:16)
2. Open and visible. (Matthew 24:23-27)
3. Sudden and unexpected. (Matthew 24:17,18,27)
4. Glorious and Dramatic. (Matthew 24:30)

When Will Christ Return?
What will be the signs?

1. The political sign. (Mark 13:7)
* Wars and rumours of wars

2. The “nature” sign. (Mark 13:8)
* Famines

3. The social sign. (Matthew 24:37-39)
* Lawlessness, violence, immorality

4. The religious sign. (Matthew 24:10-13)
* Apostasy, falling away, false prophets

5. The geological sign. (Mark 13:8; Zechariah 14:4)
 Earthquakes

6. The intellectual sign. (Daniel 12:4)
* Increased knowledge

7. The demonic sign. (1 Timothy 4:1)
* Following the “Doctrine of Demons” — the occult

8. The economic sign. (James 5:1-3)
» Unstable Riches

9. The Israel sign. (Matthew 24:32-34)
» The leaves of the ‘fig tree’ will come out

10. The evangelistic sign. (Matthew 24:14, Mark 13:10)
* The Gospel will be preached to all nations

What Should We Do in Response?
2 Peter 3:8-18. We should be...

1. Preparing with urgency. (2 Peter 3:11,17)
“Since everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you to be? You

ought to live holy and godly lives.” - 2 Peter 3:11
“...be on your guard so that you may not be carried away by the error of the lawless and
fall from your secure position.” - 2 Peter 3:17

2. Waiting with patience. (vs. 8,9)

“With the Lord a day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years are like a day. ° The
Lord is not slow in keeping His promise, as some understand slowness. Instead He is
patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance.”

-2 Peter 3:8,9
3. Watching with anticipation. (vs. 12-14)

“So then, dear friends, since you are looking forward to this, make every effort to be
found spotless, blameless and at peace with Him.” - 2 Peter 3:14

4. Working with zeal. (vs.9,11)

“Since everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you to be?
You ought to live holy and godly lives.” - 2 Peter 3:11
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
