Jesus continued: “There was a man who had two sons. '? The younger one said
to his father, ‘Father, give me my share of the estate.” So he divided his

a. Wasted his father’s inheritance.

b. Returned knowing his father’s love.

I will set out and go back to my father and say to him: Father, I have
sinned against heaven and against you. V.18

The Older Brother: All Out!

a. Thought he deserved more.

But he answered his father, ‘Look! All these years I’ve been slaving for
you and never disobeyed your orders. Yet you never gave me even a
young goat so I could celebrate with my friends. V.29

b. Missed his “all-in” moment.

But we had to celebrate and be glad, because this brother of yours was
dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found. V.32
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
