2. Listen to Jesus.
...and hears my words... V. 47b

a. Engage in God’s Word.

b. Seek Him in community.
The next day again John was standing with two of his disciples,
and he looked at Jesus as he walked by and said, “Behold, the
Lamb of God!”

3. Do What He says.
...and puts them into practice... V. 47b
